	 True or False?  An out-of-school youth can qualify on his own move and work, even if his parent or guardian lives with him.

	If a family makes a qualifying move from Colorado to Indiana, does eligibility begin the day they left Colorado or the day they arrive in Indiana?
	 If a child makes a qualifying move and withdraws from his Texas school on Friday and enrolls in his new Georgia school on Monday, has that child experienced an educational interruption, according to the Guidance?

	Does a child have to live with the parent/worker prior to moving to join him/her in a qualifying move?
	In states made up of a single school district (District of Columbia, Hawaii, Puerto Rico), how can a family move to qualify, since they can’t move across school district boundaries?

	 In Alaska, some school districts are larger than 15,000 square miles! How far does a family have to migrate to qualify in those huge school districts?
	 To qualify in most states, a family has to move from school district to another. Is there a minimum distance requirement?

	If a family moved from El Salvador to look for qualifying work, and they plan to return to El Salvador when the work season is over, can they qualify?
	 Can you qualify a family that made a qualifying move a year ago, but since then has settled out, found non-agricultural/non-fishing jobs and bought a house?

	 If the worker is already working in agriculture when you interview her, do you have to ask the intent of the move?
	Can you qualify a family that moved from the U.S.A. to Mexico to look for agricultural work?

	Can you qualify a worker who moves his family across school district boundaries to be closer to an agricultural job he has already had for several months?
	 Can you qualify a worker who moved to work in construction, but found agricultural work instead?

	Does a move qualify if the worker came from a non-bordering country to seek political asylum, but also planned to look for seasonal work in agriculture?
	Is it ever possible to qualify a worker who moves months before the qualifying work is available, in order to secure housing?

	 A family goes on a vacation to visit relative in another state. While there, they have an opportunity to do some agricultural work. Although unexpected, the income is welcome to help them pay several bills. Do they qualify?
	A worker and her family have been visiting her sick grandmother in Mexico. They return to your state (their home base) when it is time for season agricultural work to resume. Do the children qualify?

	 A family comes to your area every summer to pick berries. The parents always work for the same farmer, who guarantees them a job and provides temporary housing. Do the children qualify?
	A single mother comes to your area to search for agricultural processing work. She has been picking plums in another part of the state. She applies for work at all the local canneries, but no one will hire her because she is undocumented. Does her child qualify?

	Does both catching and processing of fish qualify, or only catching fish?
	 Does branding cattle qualify?

	Is trimming lettuce at a supermarket a qualifying activity?
	 Is working on an oyster farm a qualifying activity?

	Which one of the following activities for a plant nursery qualifies?

· Managing the nursery

· Attaching labels to the plants

· Landscaping

· Driving the truck to deliver the plants to a retail center

· Bookkeeping for the nursery
	  Are fermenting and distilling grapes for wine qualifying activities?

	Maria works in a cannery where strawberries from local fields are made into strawberry jam. Maria came looking for work on the line, filling jars with the strawberry jam. Does her activity qualify?
	Is fishing for salmon for your own family’s yearly food supply a qualifying activity?

	Is providing childcare services for migrant agricultural workers a qualifying activity?
	Can seasonal hotel and restaurant workers in resort areas qualify as migrant workers?

	 A tortilla factory purchases bags of wheat flour and corn meal to make the tortillas. Why don’t the workers at the tortilla factory qualify?
	 Activities after the initial commercial sale of a product do not qualify. Which of the following sales is that initial commercial sale (after which workers will not qualify)?

· Farmer sells wheat to the flour factory

· Flour factory sells flour to the bakery

· Bakery sells bread to the consumer

	 Is transporting trees from a harvesting site to a sawmill a qualifying activity?
	 Is it possible to make a qualifying move on a boat?

	Does planting forest seedlings for a future lumber crop qualify?
	Does a worker qualify if his intent was to harvest watermelons, but instead he got a job driving the truck to haul them to the processor?

	Can a young man qualify if he moves across school district lines to work picking tomatoes in order to earn money to buy a better stereo system for his car?
	Does working on an oyster farm qualify?

	Is this a qualifying move? A family moves to spend several weeks working in the apple harvest because the parents want their teen-aged children to learn the value of hard work. The family has other, non-agricultural work and no longer really needs the income from the apple harvest.
	 A family returns to their home base so the father can go back to his permanent job at a local garage – his vacation time was over. The mother will begin her seasonal work at a local cannery within a few months. Can the children qualify through the mother?

	A turkey processing plant hires extra workers in November to handle the increase in turkey production before Thanksgiving. Are those workers seasonal or temporary, according to the Non-Regulatory Guidance?

	José receives a call from a former employer at a dairy in another state. The employer asks him to move back for a couple of months to fill in for another employee (a milker) who was injured. José agrees to go. When he arrives, can his children qualify?
	 A woman moves to your area, planning to look for work in a bank, like she did in Mexico. However, her English is not quite good enough yet, so she takes a job in a potato shed while she continues to study English. Does she qualify?

	A family has been driving across the state lines every day to work in the peach harvest, and returning home each night. Can they qualify?
	Is the parent’s signature on the COE necessary for MEP personnel outside the student’s school district to access the student’s records?

	A worker arrives on May 15 and his children join him on July 29th. What is the Qualifying Arrival Date and what is the Residency Date?
	 It took a migrant agricultural worker 8 months to earn enough money to send for his wife and children to come from Mexico. When the children arrive, a MEP recruiter fills out a COE for them. Is a comment necessary?

	A single mother moves with her two sons so that the oldest son can look for a seasonal agricultural job. He is saving his money for college. The mother later finds work as a hotel maid. The younger son is still in high school. Can the younger son qualify through his older brother?
	 A family moves from one town to another in an Oregon county that is a single school district, in order for the parents to look for qualifying agricultural work. Do they qualify?
